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Researchers Closer to Improving Immunotherapy

by Prolonging Life of Killer T-cells

Researchers may be one step
closer to curing cancer using
adoptive T-cell immunotherapies,
a type of immunotherapy in
which the patient’s own immune
cells are harvested, genetically
modified in the lab to attack
the cancer cells, and expanded
before being inserted back into
the patient’s bloodstream.

Although these cells are usually
short-lived and die before they
have time to eradicate the tumors,
the study “S-2-hydroxyglutarate
regulates CD8+ T-lymphocyte
fate,” published in Nature, shows
that a small molecule called S-2-
hydroxuglutarate, or S-2-HG,
can prolong the lifespan of these
cells, improving their ability to
fight tumors.

In recent years, adoptive T-cell
immunotherapy has emerged
as a promising new field. It
uses the patient’s own killer
T-cells, which are programmed
to recognize specific proteins of
the cancer cells and expand to
generate large numbers before
being reintroduced back into the
patient’s body to attack the tumor.
Although the approach has
yielded  promising  results,
responses to the treatment are

often limited because killer
T-cells are short-lived, surviving
for approximately three days
after being transferred.

Now, researchers from England’s
the University of Cambridge
have found a way of prolonging
the lifespan of these cells. They
found that S-2-HG, a modified
form of a molecule that is often
involved in the abnormal growth
of tumor cells, could play a

“In a sense, this means that rather
than creating killer T-cells that
are active from the start but burn
out very quickly, we are creating
an army of ‘renewable cells’ that
can stay quiet for a long time,
but will go into action when
necessary and fight tumor cells,”
Prof. Randall Johnson, Wellcome
Trust Principal Research Fellow
at the Department of Physiology,
Development & Neuroscience
at the University of Cambridge,
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critical role in T-cell function.

The team revealed that increasing
the levels of S-2-HG in the
T-cells induce them to remain in
a “memory state,” which is when
T-cells can renew themselves,
persist for long periods of
time, and become re-activated
whenever they have to combat
infection or cancer. Indeed, these
cells were seen to destroy tumors
in a much more effective manner.

“So, with a fairly trivial
treatment of T-cells, we’re able
to change a moderate response
to tumor growth in a much
stronger response, potentially
giving people a more permanent
immunity to the tumors they are
carrying,” he said. “This could
make immunotherapy for cancer
much more effective.”

living things are the cells. Your
cells are the basic unit of your
body or life that organized into
incredible system which each
cell do a spectacular job to
make you alive without even
noticing their work. There is an
astonishing world inside your
body. Your body is like Industries
that contains trillions of cells and
each group of cells organized
into particular department or
system to make up an organ.
Your cell has many parts and
each component or part has a
different function. The majority
of the human cells group into
tissue than into organs that
combined to make up your body.
Your cells are constantly hard
working by making thousands of
biological jobs that are essential
for life. Everyday million of
cells are divided or replicates
in your body to make new cells
replacing the million old cells
die each day. Typically your cells
reproduce, age, and then die.
Why studying cell biology?
Understanding the cell function
or cellular networking functions
aid us to fight diseases and
obtaining knowledge about the
human health condition. Your
body came up with different
size and shape of the cell,
which contained more than
300 different cells types, and
each cell is customized to do
particular tasks.

Typically there are about 12
major components or organelles
that make up a single cell. They
are Cell Membrane, Nucleus,
Nuclear membrane, Cytoplasm,
Mitochondrion, cytoplasm,
Lysosome, smooth Endoplasmic

Reticulum & Rough ER,
Ribosomes, Centriole, Genetic
material DNA or chromosomes,
and Golgi. Each cell has 46
chromosomes, which 23 come
from your father and 23 from
your mother except the gametes
cells (sperm & egg cell)
which each contains 23 only
chromosomes. When these two
gamete cells combined or fused
together, they make up human
cells. These two cells contribute
in created the human body
from only two cells leads to the
creation of fetus than into baby
than into adult.

Let us starts to explore the first
part of the cell, which is the
nucleus that contained the DNA.
DNA contains the instructions
for growth and development
in your body. Have you ever
wonder how things are controls
inside the cells? Is there a leader
inside the cells that controls cell’s

the cell whether to be a heart
cell that pumps blood into your
body or to be a skin cell that acts
as first layer defense against the
antigen or harmful bacteria that
consistently seek to enter your
body system. It is the nucleus or
the brain of the cell that contain
about 6 feet of genetic material
or DNA that nicely packaged

into chromosomes that contain
all of our genes in a small tiny
place of the cell space area.

The gene (20,000-25,000) or
DNA gives instructions to the
cell to replicates (cell division)
just like cook recipes book that
used to cook food. The human
genome or the book of life
contain about 3 billion base pair
of DNA or letters of the trillions
cells that make up your body. It
is incredible that these 3 billion
base pairs (A, C, G, T) or the
language of DNA (chemical
molecules) are packaged into
only 0.5 micrometers space
inside the nucleus of the cell
which promoting life.

Also It is impressive how these
chromosomes or the 3 billion
DNA base pairs are coiled
together without genes touching
into each other or affecting gene
expression! If you unwind or
stretched all your DNA of your
cells or genome (complete set of

Synthetic human genome
project releases its draft

timeline
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The research group behind
an effort to synthesize a human
genome this week released more
information about its plans,
including a draft white paper with
a timeline of how the research
might go.

It’s the latest step in the ambitious
project, originally named
“Human Genome Project-Write,”
which came to light after a May
meeting to discuss the building of
large genomes from off-the-shelf
parts.

Within a year, the international
group will select one small-scale
research project to kick off the
effort, and start a “major effort
to engage with representative
members of the public,”
according to the draft road map.
By year five, it will “shift into
high gear” and start tackling
the creation of entire genomes
— maybe human or maybe not,
depending on feedback.

The project was also rebranded
from the “Human Genome
Project-Write,” which implied
an emphasis on creating human
genomes from scratch, to the
“Genome Project-Write,” which
clarifies that participants will
look at synthesizing all sorts of
large genomes, not just human
ones. This was the intention of
the project from the beginning,
said attorney and white paper
coauthor Nancy Kelley, but it got
lost in the media conversation.

Kelley said that the white paper
is very much a work in progress
— “a living document.” She
said that in the coming weeks,
everyone who attended the May
meeting will be invited to provide
feedback and potentially sign on
as coauthors.

But one of those attendees said
the project could be doing more
to be transparent. Alina Chan, a
Harvard postdoc who presented
research at the meeting, said she
was initially asked if she wanted
to contribute to the white paper,
and she said yes — but she never
was invited to. Chan didn’t know
the draft had been posted online

“The whole thing, in terms of
organization, could be better,”
Chan said, pointing out that the
online paper isn’t labeled as a
draft.

Regardless, scientists around the
world have expressed interest in
the project — Kelley has heard
from more than 60 researchers in
over 13 countries. Their names
are not listed on the website but
will be in the future, Kelley said.

The group has also been posting
more information online that
sheds light on synthetic biology
research that may be a part of
this new genome project. Over
the summer, videos from the May
meeting were added on YouTube,
and this week, a summary of
the May meeting was posted,
including information on possible
next steps for research.

Exactly which genomes are going
to be built is still to be determined.
For now, the group will focus on
a pilot project — a smaller-scale
undertaking that could provide
scientific insight useful to whole-
genome  synthesis and also
advance technology to the point
that building an entire genome
from scratch is feasible.

Some possible pilot projects,
detailed in the white paper
and also discussed at the May
meeting, include building “ultra
safe” human cell lines that are
resistant to threats like radiation,
cancer, and viruses, and building
a human genome that can
produce all 20 essential amino
acids (currently, humans produce
only 11, and need to eat to obtain
the other 9). Kelley said that she
will also be seeking proposals for
pilot projects that relate to non-
human genomes.

These pilot projects, along with
other aspects of GP-Write, will
be discussed at meeting that will
probably happen in May 2017,
Kelley said
