e Golgi body is a cell organelle that helps pro-
T:ess package proteins and lipid molecules to be
exported from the cell. Your cells body does an amaz-
ing job in transporting and importing molecules which
are essential to life. The Golgi was discovered by Italian
microscopist Camillo Golgi in 1898 through staining
cells with silver nitrate. As you can see this organelle
was named after its discoverer.
| called this organelle the post office of the cell be-
cause it paly critical role in sending out molecules away
from the cell. This organelle is composed of flattened
sacs of membrane stacked in layers as showing in the
picture above green color. Without going too much de-
tails about the Endomembrane system [ just want you
to know that Golgi performs three overlapping func-
tions: secretion, processing, and protein sorting. There
is another organelle a cousin to Golgi that attached
directly to it and work hand to hand in shipment out

molecules or proteins. Also, Golgi has three compart-
ments that protein will travel through to be secreted.
Just like when you sending out mail by the post office
need an address on it to be sent out directly to the
place you want your mail to be sent out. This organelle
acts the same way as a post office for sending out mol-
ecules away from the cell through a cargo or vesicles
shaped. You can consider the Golgi as the post office
of the cell that does fantastic jobs for sending out mail
without any mistake or missing mail.

If you remember last time we talked about the Ly-
sosomes in our fourth edition and its role in destroy
invading viruses, bacteria that enter the cell...etc.
Both organelles kind sharing the similar role but Gol-
gi doesn’t have digestive enzymes and doesn’t play a
role in housekeeping cell. The Golgi packages different
types of materials into secretory vesicles that later fuse
with the plasma membrane (cell gate) that will be our
next journey of the human cell.

PREDICTING READING
ABILITY FROM DNA

For the first time, research-
ers have demonstrated the
ability to predict a child’s
reading ability from their DNA
alone. A team from King’s Col-
lege London reported in the
Scientific Studies of Reading
that they could attribute 5% of

differences in reading ability in individuals to their genome through-
out multiple school years.

By investigating roughly 20,000 genomic variants in 5,825 individu-
als from the Twins Early Development Study (TEDS), the researchers
found a correlation between their DNA and their academic perfor-
mance. The children with the highest scores and children with the
lowest scores had reading abilities almost two years apart.

To quantify the participants’ genome, the team created ‘polygen-
ic scores’ using data from previous genome-wide association studies
that linked certain variants to educational attainment. These scores
could then be mapped against reading ability between the ages of 7
and 14 and the correlation examined. The results displayed that 5%
of the differences in different individuals’ ability could be explained

by their genome.

“The value of polygenic scores is that they make it possible to pre-

dict genetic risk and resilience at the level of the individual,

Saskia Selzam, first author and Researcher at the Institute of Psychi-
atry, Psychology, and Neuroscience (loPPN) at King’s College. “This
is different to twin studies, which tell us about the overall genetic
influence within a large population of people.

“We hope these findings will contribute to better policy decisions
that recognise and respect genetically driven differences between
children in their reading ability,” said Robert Plomin, Ph.D., senior au-
thor and Professor of Behavioural Genetics at IoPPN.

It was reported this year that the rea-
son for the number of these deaths is due
to the extreme drought caused because
of the lack of rain'in which it threatens
the life of more _than 17 million people
with”hunger in various countries inithe
horn of the African region, as a ravaging
drought both from Djibouti, Eritrea, Ethi-
opia,” Kenya, Somalia, South'Sudan,’ Su-
dan, and Uganda.

The Secretariat said in a statement: So-
malia stands on the edge of eminent star-
vation, since 6 million people in which is
half the Somali population ;is in need of
urgent humanitarian assistance , and as
the latest update in this regards and how
severe the situation is about 110 people
died during these past last two days for
the reason of Cholera which'is an infec-
tious and often fatal bacterial disease of
the small intestine, .Typically, contracted
from infected water supplies and causing
severe vomiting and diarrhea.
